DAY 2 — HIKING & VIEWING ARENAL VOLCANO

If you choose to you can replace the white water trip with
a jungle riverboat ride through the wilds of Caño Negro.
This park comprises the Río Frío and Caño Negro Lake,
which grows and shrinks seasonally. The wetland refuge

was created to protect the diverse aquatic birds that live and breed there and is home 3 species of
monkeys, 2 species of sloths, caiman, and thousands of birds. Lunch included.
