DAY 1 — VIP AIRPORT GREETING - SJO
Welcome
to Costa
Rica!
Upon
arrival at

Daniel Oduber International Airport you'll be greeted
by a Toucan Maps Inc./Costa Rica Guide
representative who'll help load your luggage into the
waiting private transportation. A Private transfer will
then be provided to Hotel el Silencio del Campo. Since
it's just you and your group the driver will be happy to
stop along the way to La Fortuna (Arenal volcano) if
you want to photograph the lakeside scenery or get a quick bite to eat.

EL SILENCIO DEL CAMPO (3 NIGHTS)
Surrounded by tropical gardens and a grand view of
Volcan Arenal, this La Fortuna hotel has been built
around a “small village” concept. The "village" is
comprised of private bungalows with two large picture
windows, private patio, swimming pools, one for adults and one for children and a full-service
restaurant. After a long day of adventuring, you will be able to cool down in the pool or unwind in their
private hot spring fed pool. Breakfast included daily.

            

DAY 2 — HIKING & VIEWING ARENAL VOLCANO
After breakfast and an early afternoon of becoming
acclimated with your new surroundings, you will be
guided on an easy hike through the rain forest at the base
of Arenal Volcano. Your bilingual guide will point out

some of the many wonders of the tropical forest possibly including monkeys and sloths. A clearing at
the closest safe observation point is a great spot for a cool drink and with a little cooperation from
Mother Nature, you'll see lava spewing from the volcano.

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DAY 3 — RIO TORO RAFTING

help you navigate through rushing rapids on one of Costa
Rica 's premier whitewater rivers. This fun filled adventure is not for the faint of heart, but do not let
that discourage you. Safety kayakers will accompany you the whole way. After a fun day on the water,
a hearty lunch will be provided.

DAY 4 — LAND-BOAT-LAND TRANSFER TO MONTEVERDE
Why drive when you can do the famous Land-Boat-Land transfer to Monteverde? After being picked
up from your hotel, you will be driven to Lake Arenal to meet your boat transfer. This scenic boat ride
takes approximately 45 minutes to the other side, where you will meet your awaiting transfer who will
bring you to the Trapp Family Lodge in Monteverde.

TRAPP FAMILY LODGE (3 NIGHTS)
Nestled in the cloud forest, the Trapp Family Lodge in
Monteverde is the closest lodge to the Monteverde Cloud
Forest Reserve. During your stay, you will enjoy a
spacious Superior Room with a balcony overlooking the

DAY 5 — ATV ADVENTURE!
Today you will go on a thrilling ATV adventure through the hills of Monteverde. Strap on your helmet
a hold on tight as we explore the scenic cloud forest countryside. What better way to experience the
Costa Rican back roads and trails than on a quad?

DAY 6 — ZIPLINE CANOPY TOUR
Be sure to eat a light breakfast! Today you will go on a high speed, high flying canopy zipline
adventure. On this gravity defying adventure, you will soar through the canopy of the cloud forest on
16 separate cables and top off your adventure with a swing on an enormous Tarzan Swing!

DAY 7 — HOTEL PLAYA ESPADILLA (4 NIGHTS)
Transportation will be provided to Hotel Playa Espadilla,
located in Manuel Antonio. This is a comfortable, tropical
style hotel located within a 2 minutes flat walk to the
beach and 3 minutes walk to the entrance of Manuel
Antonio National Park. Their very nice Restaurant Puerto Escondido is only for guests.
